New Student Discount $1,000
Any new student enrolling at UBCS will receive a $1,000
credit on their account. The “New Student Discount” is
not applicable for UBCS Pre-K enrolling into
Kindergarten.

Referral Discount $1,000
Referring families will receive a $1000 credit on their
account for any family that enrolls in UBCS and stays at
least one semester. The referral can be put on the
application by the enrolling family to receive the discount
or email pduckworth@upperbucks.org with the name.
Credits will be awarded at the start of 2nd semester.

TUITION DISCOUNTS

 A prepayment discount will be 
deducted from the annual bill if
paid in full before JULY 1. This
rate will be 3% for families who
pay by check, 1.5% for those
paying by credit card. (All other
fees are not discounted.)

BANK CHARGES: A penalty of $30 will be assessed if a check is redeposited or returned due to non-
sufficient funds. Bank fees will also be added for late/returned tuition payments in the FACTS system.

LATE FEES: A fee for tuition not paid on time will be added according to the FACTS agreement.

PAST DUE ACCOUNTS: Accounts 30 days past due will be reviewed by the administrator. Accounts
over 60 days past due may affect continued enrollment and may be turned over to a collection agency.

Kindergarten mat $25
Mat for the student to rest on during the day and use in
class. Mats from UBCS Pre-K can be used.

Extended Care (Available Grades K-6)
6:30 - 7:45 am / 3:25 - 5:30 pm
A fee of $10.00 per oldest child per day will be charged
for using extended care. Additional children will be
$8.00 per day. After 5:30 pm: A late fee of $15 per child
per quarter hour for the first 3 late incidents. It will
increase to $20 per child per quarter after.

Sports Fee
Fall/Winter Season $50
Spring Season $25
This fee applies to all families participating in sports. As
parents work concessions, it will be reduced by $25 per
volunteer time slot completed.

Athletic Trainer Fee (Per Season)
$30 per athlete/ cap at $75 per family
This fee applies to all families participating in sports. To
help cover the certified trainer on site, this fee will be
added during each sports season.

Registration Fee (New Students)
Kindergarten: $225/$125 each additional
child
Grades 1-12: $200 first child / $100 each
additional child
This fee covers various administrative
costs including the ACSI & KCEA
Membership fee, a yearbook per family,
and the RenWeb/FACTS system.
Kindergarten registration includes
readiness testing fee. Registration fees are
non-refundable.

Re-enrollment Fee (Current Students)
First Student in family: $200
Each additional student: $100
This fee applies to all students re-enrolling.
It covers items listed under the registration
fee.

Activities Fee (due by August 1)
High school: $200
Middle school: $100
Elementary: $60
This fee applies to all students to help
cover HS/MS Camp in September and a
field trip in the Spring as well as admission
to all home sport games for students. The
elementary fee covers for 2 field trips and
admission to all home sport games for
students. (ACCAC tournaments are not
included.) This will be billed on your
FACTS account after August 1.

KEY DATES: March 1 (Registration & Variable Tuition opens); April (Re-enrollment fees charged in
FACTS); July 1 (Tuition discount deadline).

VARIABLE TUITION FAQ

What is Variable Tuition?
Variable Tuition is a tuition discount program similar to those used by many private schools, colleges, and
universities. This program allows families to apply for fair tuition that is right for their individual financial
situation. Thus, it makes Upper Bucks Christian School’s education affordable to many qualified students who
might not otherwise join our school family.

How Does Variable Tuition Work?
Any family (current or new) of a full-time Kindergarten through twelfth grade student may apply for Variable
Tuition if they are concerned about affording the full tuition rate at UBCS and they think they may qualify for
the program. Many factors are considered when determining the tuition amount a family is able to pay
including income, assets, unusual expenses, and the size of the family.

How do I apply for Variable Tuition?
All Variable Tuition applications must be submitted online through FACTS at https://online.factsmgt.com/aid a
$45 fee will apply if an application is filled out. This fee is paid to FACTS.

What kind of economic situation is typical of a family who qualifies for Variable Tuition?
Family circumstances range widely. While some families can afford only minimal tuition, others can afford to
pay around the midpoint or almost at the top of the tuition level. Many factors are evaluated, including income,
assets, unusual expenses, and the size of the family.

Will applying for Variable Tuition hurt my student’s chance of being admitted to the school?
No. Families may apply for Variable Tuition after they have applied for re-enrollment or admission to the
school. An application for Variable Tuition does not affect the re-enrollment or admission process. Regardless
of financial need, parents should initiate the re-enrollment or admission process as early as possible.

What will my Variable Tuition amount be?
It is not possible for a family or the school to estimate the tuition level for which a family qualifies without the
completion of a Variable Tuition application. Applications are submitted directly to FACTS Grant and Aid, a
third-party agency. FACTS Grant and Aid evaluates the application based on criteria set by the school and
makes a recommendation to the school’s Variable Tuition team. Families are notified of the new tuition rate for
which they qualify by the school financial office.

Do I need to apply to Upper Bucks Christian School before I can apply for Variable Tuition?
Yes. For new students, application to Upper Bucks Christian School and application for Variable Tuition are two
separate processes. However, new families should complete both application processes simultaneously. For
re-enrolling students, re-enrollment application must be sent in prior to applying for Variable Tuition. (Waiver of
application fee may be requested of the financial office pending variable tuition answer).

Upon completion of my Variable Tuition application, when will I receive confirmation of my Variable
Tuition?
Please reference the Variable Tuition Calendar below to determine when your Variable Tuition discount will be
announced to you. Please note that applications must be fully completed and all required paperwork must be
submitted to FACTS Grant and Aid in order for applications to be submitted and reviewed.

If I do not qualify for Variable Tuition this year, can I apply again next year?
Yes. A family that does not qualify this year is welcome to reapply the following year.



Time Frame 1
Begins: March 1
Ends: April 30

Time Frame 2
Begins: March 1
Ends: June 15

Time Frame 3
Begins: June 16
Ends: August 10

Note: After the time frame ending date, it will take
3-4 weeks for processing/evaluating by FACTS
and the Variable Tuition Team.

Anyone applying after August 10  must speak with the Administration before applying.th

Returning students Variable Tuition application should be submitted no later than June 15.

Do I need to apply for Variable Tuition every year?
Yes. A new application must be submitted every year.

Can I receive both the prepayment discount and my awarded Variable Tuition amount together?
You cannot receive the 3% prepayment tuition discount. You will be billed monthly through FACTS if you
qualify. New Student Discount will also be factored in the calculation for the final tuition.

How does this process work?
1. Parents fill out the Variable Tuition form through FACTS online. (opens on March 1)
2. FACTS informs UBCS of a recommended discounted tuition.
3. UBCS informs parents of their new, personal tuition rate.

Did You Know?



EITC is a state program that allows eligible individuals and businesses to receive up to a
90% tax credit on contributions to an ETIC scholarship organization. In 2014,
Pennsylvania’s EITC legislation was amended to allow certain individuals (rather than only
businesses) to participate in the EITC tax credit program through what is called a Special
Purpose Entity (SPE). Upper Bucks Christian School has an opportunity to fully fund our
needs-based scholarship by maximizing this EITC capacity.

This is truly an amazing opportunity and we are very excited to see how God is using this
program to help meet our financial needs this year and beyond. Please consult your own tax
professional to ensure that the EITC/SPE program fits your personal situation.

Q. Do I need to earn a particular income to qualify? 
Participation is based on tax liability, not income, therefore each taxpayer’s situation will differ. An individual or
couple filing jointly must have a state tax liability of $500 or more to participate. To see if you may qualify you
can find your PA tax liability on Form PA-40 Line 12 of your most recent tax return. 

Q. Can these credits be used on both individual and joint income tax returns? 
Yes, you qualify if your individual OR combined PA tax liability is $500 or more. 

Q. How do I indicate the school that is to receive my contribution? 
On your application form note the school of your choice in the space designated “Name of School” and
indicate the tax credit amount for which you are applying in the place designated “Amount $.” 

Q. What percentage of my contribution goes to the school of my choice?
90%-100% of your contribution goes to the school of your choice for scholarship purposes. 0%-10% portion of
your donation may be used for administrative purposes by the scholarship organizations. 

Q. How do I start the process? 
First, you will fill out an intention form. Your intention form should be submitted ideally in the late summer/early
fall. Tax credits will be distributed on a first come first served basis until the tax credits which have been
awarded to all SPE’s by the Department of Community and Economic Development are depleted. 

Q. Where can I obtain an intention form?

Q. What happens next? 
 Based on your particular situation, UBCS will match you with the scholarship organization/SPE that fits your
circumstance. The chart at the end of this document summarizes the process well. 

Q. If I participate in these tax credits, how much will it cost me? 
Upfront, in October or November, you will make a donation of up to the amount of your annual state taxes
(minimum of $500). When you file your taxes in the spring you will receive a refund of 90% of your donation
from Pennsylvania and a federal benefit based on your donation. Alternatively, if you pay your PA taxes
quarterly you likely can adjust your quarterly tax payments by 90 % of your donation. In either case it is
recommended that you consult your professional tax preparer. 

Q. When will I receive documents to file with my income taxes? 
Your Federal and State K-1 forms will arrive in February of next year. Your PA K- 1 will list your 90% PA tax
credit, which will go on Payment line 23 OC for Other Credit on your PA-40. The Federal K-1 will list your
investment and Federal charitable contribution, which you deduct on Schedule A if you itemize.

Q. What is a Special Purpose Entity (SPE) as it pertains to Pennsylvania education tax credits? 
A Special Purpose Entity is a class of pass-through partnerships that exist solely for the purpose of obtaining
Education Improvement Credits (EITC/OSTC). 

Q. Do I reapply each year to the SPE? 
Each year you are asked to reinvest. If you fail to do so, participation may not be available for you.
